Thought for the week 
 

The Second Sunday of Lent always gives us one of the Gospel 
accounts of the Transfiguration of Jesus. This is an epiphany 

moment for Peter, James and John; but the moment is short-
lived and Peter’s attempt to make it into something more 

permanent is thwarted. However, this is not the end of the story. 
They have been given a glimpse of glory and a vision of the 

fulfilment the Old Testament and this was sufficient for them  
at the time. After the cloud descended , they were left with  

the only person they really needed—Jesus. His identity  
is confirmed by the voice: This is my Son, the beloved, he enjoys 
my favour; Listen to him. God gives us a vision of his Kingdom 

every now and then, but it remains elusive and like the disciples, 
there is nothing we can do in our power that will make it 

permanent. But for the time being we have all that we need  
if we choose to encounter Jesus and welcome him into  

our lives. For the disciples, the Transfiguration was not so much  
a reward for their faithfulness as an encouragement for  

the journey ahead. It can be the same for us.
